On August 10

 Pastors Luis Cabrera and Hector Gomez were joining their congregations together in a time of intercession for 

Corpus Christi when the Lord spoke to Pastor Gomez saying that He was going to bring a thirst for God to the city and He was 

going to do something in the natural realm to show what was happening in the spiritual realm.
